Whereas; On October 29, 2012 the State of New Jersey and in particular the environs of
the ‘Jersey Shore’ and its oceanfront municipalities were laid waste by the historic and
disastrous effects of “Super Storm Hurricane Sandy”; and :

Whereas; Senate Bill 2368 would further costly mandates upon these Municipalities
without the traditional sources of user fees;

2368; and
