RESOLUTION OF THE OCEAN COUNTY MAYORS’ ASSOCIATION,

COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, 

SUPPORTING 3 PENDING BILLS IN THE NJ
STATE SENATE AND ASSEMBLY RELATING TO THE CONSIDERATION

OF INCREASED PROPERTY VALUE DUE TO DUNE CONSTRUCTION

IN DETERMINING COMPENSATION PROVIDED FOR CONDEMNED

BEACHFRONT PROPERTY


WHEREAS, Ocean County, New Jersey is the 6th largest county in the State of New Jersey, and has a large portion of its boundary directly on the Atlantic Ocean;

WHEREAS, Super-storm Sandy caused unprecedented destruction to Ocean County, disrupting lives, businesses and overall way of life, particularly to those communities that are directly situated along the ocean or on or near the back bay;

WHEREAS, many Ocean County municipalities are considering obtaining the necessary easements to replenish the beaches in the County and therefore protecting lives and property by applying to be part of the United States Army Corps beach replenishment project;

WHEREAS, it is acknowledged that the Army Corps project will be of great benefit to not only the communities directly adjacent to the Atlantic Ocean, but also those communities that the barrier islands protect;

WHEREAS, it is acknowledged that one of the impediments to obtaining the necessary easements needed to start the Army Corps Project is the inability to include consideration of the increase in value to the entire property due to the added safety and property protection provided by the expanded beach and dune should a property owner take a jurisdiction to court arguing for compensation due to loss of view.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the membership of the Ocean County Mayors’ Association, in the County of Ocean, State of New Jersey, do hereby call upon the Legislature of State of New Jersey to immediately adopt and sign into Law Assembly Bill A-3896 or A-3889 or Senate Bill 2599.
